How to Study Mythology for Certamen
I. Places to Start

A. Learn all the major Greek AND Roman gods and goddesses.  Knowledge of the Olympian deities allows one to understand more about certain parts of myth.
B. Learn all the myths about major heroes.  Odysseus, Theseus, Jason, Aeneas, Heracles, etc.

C. Know the groups of nymphs/mythical creatures.  The Muses, the Graces, The Pleiades, Hesperides, Furies, Fates, etc.

D. Study the Part 1 Questions for Edith Hamilton’s Mythology: These were passed out to you at today’s workshop.

II. Regionals Study Guides

A. Go to http://www.fjcl.org/regional-study-guides.html and print out the Mythology study guide.  This should very much help you to prepare for regionals, as at least 50% of the questions are pulled from the guides.

B. Use the study guide to make flashcards or go to Quizlet.com and make online flashcards.  This sort of studying is good for remembering things such as epithets and symbols of deities.

III. Edith Hamilton’s Mythology

A. This book is key to becoming good at Mythology. You can buy it at any book store.

B. Read through it and write questions or flash cards for every important mythological 

C. Study the less important myths in the back of the Edith Hamilton (beginning with Midas and ending with Tyro).  These are less commonly known but are frequently used as sources for certamen questions.
