You will need them!

Nota Bene: Some of these verbs will regularly be modified by a prefix, e.g., ad + tango = 

attingo—to touch, reach, arrive at.  The final consonant of the prefix will often assimilate to the initial consonant of the root verb (e.g. ‘d’ becomes ‘t’) while the vowel inside the root verb shortens (e.g., ‘a’ becomes ‘i’, which has a shorter sound.)  This happens for ease of pronunciation – remember, this language was once spoken!

In Latin, you must pay attention to context and figure out the most logical translation for these various endings.

*BIWOFA Prepositions  mean “by”, “in”, “with”, “without”, “out of”, “on,” “from”, “away from”

UNLOCKING A NOUN’S SEMANTIC MEANING

    A Latin noun is composed of MORPHEMES, or units that convey meaning, including a word’s STEM MORPHEME and INFLECTIONAL MORPHEME.  For the word horās (hours), the morphemes would be:

hor



-ās

(stem morpheme) 

(inflectional morpheme)
From memorizing the declension charts, it is clear that horās is Accusative singular of hora, horae, but what use of the Accusative is it?  It is helpful to know what each of the seven (six, really) cases do, as well as clues that can help you determine a case’s particular use. The cases and their most commonly found functions are as follows:
